Graduate Certificate - Steps to Apply
1. Go to graduate admissions website at:  www.gradschool.fiu.edu
2. Select Graduate Admissions Link.  Scroll down & select either (New users) or (Returning Users)
3. Students need to sign onto the Panthersoft Student Admin. System with their I.D.
4. Select Admissions

5. Apply for Admissions 

6. Select Graduate (Master’s, Doctorial, etc)

(Process for graduate certificate applications is part of the same application for master’s & doctorial programs.)
7.  Click ( Next
Application is 7 pages long, on page 5 the student will be asked, “Are you applying for a Graduate Certificate?”

Once the student checkmarks this, the list of certificates will be available as a lookup option.

Awarding of Certificate:

The conflict Resolution Certificate is offered in the three different Tracks: Workplace (I), Community (II), and Global (III). Once the Admission Office has approved, Dr. Dawn Addy will require the completion of the course offered for the Track plus a copy of your unofficial transcript to verify that the course work has been completed at at least the “B” level. For each student who is interested in one of the Tracks, they need to fill out a Track application so that we can begin or continue the student file.
