The faculty, staff, and I welcome you to the School of Music at Florida International University. 
Our goal is to provide you with a professional, conservatory atmosphere and a strong liberal 
arts education, all within the university setting.  We have enlisted the finest faculty available 
and created a variety of performance opportunities that allow you to explore literature from the 
Renaissance to the 21st century.  

In the Fall of 1996 the School of Music moved into the $14.5 million Herbert and Nicole 
Wertheim Performing Arts Center. This facility houses a 600-seat concert hall with a 74-rank 
Schantz pipe organ (considered by many to be the finest in the Southeast United States), a 
150-seat recital hall as well as 30 practice rooms, instrumental rehearsal halls, state-of-the-art 
computer music studios, several percussion studios, and faculty teaching studios.

The School of Music serves over 300 music majors from 18 countries with 24 full-time faculty 
and over 40 adjunct faculty members. FIU offers a Bachelor of Music Degree with 
concentrations in composition, jazz, performance, and music technology, as well as a 
Bachelor of Arts and a Master of Science Degree in Music Education. The School of Music 
also offers a Master of Music in composition, conducting, jazz, performance, performing arts 
management, and music technology. FIU is accredited by the Southern Association of 
Colleges and Schools (SACS) and the School of Music is accredited by the National 
Association of Schools of Music (NASM).  

In addition to their exposure to the esteemed faculty of the School of Music, students have the 
opportunity to be included in workshops and master classes conducted by distinguished 
outside guests. Many great professionals, including George Crumb, Lukas Foss, Robert Craft, 
Eddie Daniels, John de Lancie, Donald Erb, Richard Stoltzman, Lydia Artimiw, Dame Gillian 
Weir and Janet Bookspan to name a few have interacted with the students on a regular basis. 

Our excellent faculty include Artist-in-Residence professor’s violinist Robert Davidovici, pianist 
Kemal Gekic, trumpeter Arturo Sandoval, composer Fredrick Kaufman, and the Amernet 
String Quartet. 

Every year the School of Music presents a number of festivals including the FIU Festival of the 
Performing Arts, the New Music Miami Festival, and the FIU Jazz Festival. Our ensembles 
have toured South and Central America, the East Coast and the Midwest, have been featured 
on cruise ships and have recorded with the finest artists in the world. 

We are proud of our faculty, our facilities, our performance schedule, and our curriculum. We 
believe that your education here will be the best that we can hope to receive. We look forward 
to meeting you and mentoring you through your degree program.

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GENERAL INFORMATION 

 
Florida International University is located in Miami, Florida.  It is one of the fastest growing 
universities in the state system serving a population base of over 1.8 million people.  The 
University population is over 32,000 students on three campuses.  There are 9 Schools and 
Colleges in the University and the School of Music is housed in the College of Architecture 
and the Arts. 
 
The School of Music is located on the University Park campus in southwest Miami-Dade 
County and serves 300 music majors from 21 countries with a faculty of over 75.  The School 
of Music offers a Bachelor of Music Degree with concentrations in Composition, Performance, 
Jazz, and a Bachelor of Science and Master of Science in Music Education.  The School also 
offers a Master of Music in Performance, Conducting, Composition, Jazz, Performing Arts 
Management and Music Technology.  It is accredited by the Southern Association of Colleges 
and Universities and the National Association of Schools of Music. 
 
The information in this handbook is provided to inform students of the policies and procedures 
set forth by the faculty of the FIU School of Music.  Students should additionally familiarize 
themselves with the other publications provided by the University, such as the Student 
Handbook for FIU. 
 
FACILITIES 
In the Fall of 1996 the Music School moved into a $14.5 million Performing Arts building at the 
southeast corner of the property adjacent to the Dade County Fair grounds.  The facility 
houses a 600 seat concert hall, a 150 seat recital hall as well as rehearsal halls, faculty 
offices, a state of the art electronic music studio, practice rooms, and an atrium/rotunda to 
serve as the entrance to both the music and theater wings.  Our present facilities also include 
the DM 100 recital and lecture hall, a Piano Lab with 24 new electric pianos, faculty offices in 
the DM building, 32 practice rooms, teaching studios, an opera studio in the VH building, a 20 
station MIDI Lab in the Green Library and brand new equipment in the Electronic Studio and 
the MIDI Lab with more to come in the near future.  Lockers are available for instrument 
storage in the Wertheim building.  Please see the Director of Bands for sign-up information. 
 
PIANOS 
PLEASE DO NOT PLACE ANY BOOKS, CASES, FOOD OR DRINKS ON THESE 
INSTRUMENTS.  
The School of Music recently signed a lease contract to supply us with 38 new instruments 
plus 24 electronic pianos.  In addition, we own 21 excellent pianos (Steinway, Kawai and 
Yamaha).  Please treat them as you would your parent’s living room furniture!  These 
instruments are tuned on a regular basis, however, if you have any problems with a piano 
please notify the office. 

DIAGNOSTIC EXAMS – TRANSFER STUDENTS 
In addition to auditions, diagnostic exams for placement level are given in music theory for 
Freshmen, and music theory, sight singing and ear training music and history for transfer and 
graduate students. These tests provide a frame of reference for advising a program of studies 
and determining the progress that should be achieved each semester.  The results of these 
exams will determine the specific entry level into these areas.  If you have not already been 
tested, contact Dr. Rohm, Room PAC142, Phone (305) 348-2896 at once!

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TOEFL Scores 
Students whose native language is not English must score 550 or higher on the TOEFL in 
order to be admitted to the university.  Additional requirements for International students 
including evidence of financial support, and other documents, should be verified with the 
university’s Office of Admissions. 
 
Please note that the School of Music may request a 10% waiver from the CAS and UGS for 
exceptional students that do not meet the 3.0 GPA minimum grade requirements from an 
accredited institution.  See your area coordinator for more information regarding waivers. 
 
SCHOLARSHIPS 
A limited amount of scholarship money is available to talented students and incoming music 
majors. Recipients are reviewed each semester. A "B" (3.0) average is required in all music 
classes in order to maintain the tuition stipend. Students on stipends must perform in various 
ensembles as determined by the School faculty, carry a full load (12 credits undergraduate 
and 9 credits graduate) and take private lessons.  
 
APPLIED MUSIC GRADING 
Applied music grades are based on the following percentages: 
 75% Weekly lesson grade (assigned by the Applied instructor) 

25% Jury grade (average of the assigned jury committee) includes performance and 
sightsinging. 

 
GRADE APPEALS (excluding APPLIED MUSIC) 
"Once submitted, end-of-semester grades (except Incompletes and NR's, which default at the 
end of two consecutive terms) are final. They are subject to change only through a Change of 
Grade Form to correct an error in computation or transcribing, or where part of the student's 
work has been unintentionally overlooked." (From the University’s Undergraduate Catalogue) 
If a student wishes to appeal his/her grade, the student should follow the procedures outlined 
in the University policy book. If the appeal process is successful and the student's grade is 
changed to a grade of C or higher then the student will be allowed to advance to the next 
class. Otherwise the student must repeat the class in order to have his/her grade changed. 
The student may exercise the Universities forgiveness policy (as outlined in the 
Undergraduate Catalogue) to erase the original failing grade if they wish to do so. 
 
INCOMPLETE GRADES 
Incomplete grades (i.e. IN) are entirely at the instructor’s discretion but will usually be granted 
if a student satisfies the requirements as set out in the University policy book. In order to 
qualify for an incomplete grade, a student must have completed at least 50% of the required 
course work, be receiving a passing grade at the time the incomplete grade is requested, and 
have a legitimate and verifiable medical, compassionate, or hardship excuse. If a grade 
of IN is submitted, the grade is temporary and will revert to the default grade (F) after two 
consecutive terms. Incomplete grades may not be used as a means of avoiding a failing grade 
for reasons other than those outlined above.  Any student receiving an IN grade in a course 
will be prohibited from registering for any subsequent courses which have as a prerequisite 
the incomplete course until such time as the IN grade is successfully resolved with a grade of 
C or higher (B or higher for APPLIED MUSIC courses).  
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PROBATION AND DISMISSAL 

i) Any students enrolled in Applied Music Lessons will be placed on a one semester 
probation if the semester Applied grade is B- or lower. A second grade of B- or 
lower in that same Applied lesson while the student is on probation will result in 
dismissal from the School of Music and the student will not be eligible to enroll in 
Applied Music courses. The student may attempt to audition for readmission to the 
School of Music no sooner than one semester after the dismissal. 

 
ii) Any student enrolled in either Music Fundamentals (MUT1001) or Music Theory I 

(MUT1111) or Sightsinging I (MUT1221) will be placed on probation if the 
semester’s grade for that class is C- or lower.  A second grade of C- or lower in the 
same class will result in automatic suspension from the School of Music for one 
semester and the student will only be permitted to take academic core courses 
during the semester following suspension.  The student will then be permitted to 
reapply for admission to the School of Music after the semester of suspension. 

 
iii) Any student receiving a School of Music scholarship must earn a B or higher in their 

Applied Music class and a C or higher in all other music classes in which they are 
enrolled. Failure to do so will automatically result in scholarship probation.  A 
second failure in the same course will result in loss of that student's scholarship for 
at least one semester. 

 
iv) For all other music courses except those mentioned in i) and ii) above, any student 

receiving a grade of C- or lower twice for the same music course will automatically 
be placed on academic probation. A third grade of C- or lower in the same class will 
result in automatic dismissal from the School of Music. 

 
IMPORTANT 
*Being registered for private lessons in the wrong class is the SOLE responsibility of 
the student. 
 
SPECIAL STUDENTS 
Students taking courses while not admitted to the university (as special students) will only be 
allowed to use a maximum of 12 credits towards graduation once the student is accepted by 
the university.  Please note that the School of Music must approve these credits. Credits in 
excess of the 12 will not count towards graduation (this is a university policy).  International 
students cannot take courses as special students. 
 
GRADUATION 
Before the last 30 credits or at the completion of the junior year a student must request their 
Area Coordinator to make a preliminary check to see that all requirements have been met or 
will be met in the last year for graduation. Also, formal application should be made by securing 
the necessary form from the graduation office next to the Registrar. THE GRADUATION 
DEADLINE IS ALWAYS EARLY IN THE PRIOR SEMESTER. Be sure to check with the 
registrar. 
 
After completion of the graduation form, the Area Coordinator's signature is needed before 
returning the form to the graduation area. At the end of the semester a graduation check is 
performed by the Director and the Dean of the College of Arts and Sciences to ensure that all 
requirements have been met. The diploma is then mailed to the GRADUATE!

CURRICULUM 

 
The Florida International University Board of Trustees requires that all music students 
complete at least 128 credit hours to attain a Bachelor of Music degree (B.M.) or a Bachelor of 
Science in Music Education (B.S.).  The catalog in effect the year you enter FIU is your record 
of graduation requirements. 
 
LOWER DIVISION CURRICULUM 
General Education 
All incoming Freshmen must complete 36 hours of the general curriculum. This program of 
studies is advised by the Office of Undergraduate Studies and includes:

*Denotes Gordon Rule classes and have a 6000 word writing requirement each. These classes should 
be completed in the first two years. Music majors usually find that the general curriculum takes longer 
to complete because of the required music classes. Transfer students can satisfy these requirements 
with an A.A. degree. A "C" grade or better is required in all Gordon Rule classes.

FRESHMAN FIRST SEMESTER - MUSIC CORE CURRICULUM 

STUDENT ID CARDS ARE AVAILABLE IN THE GRAHAM CENTER AND ARE REQUIRED 
BY THE SCHOOL OF MUSIC.  A School of Music STICKER must also be obtained from the 
office (PAC142) to allow you on the premises.  There is no charge for a card or the sticker. 
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For the first two years Music Majors are actively participating in a music core curriculum that 
includes three semesters of music theory, four semesters of sightsinging (a class that includes 
ear-training), and four semesters each of class piano, private lessons on your instrument or 
voice, and two ensembles.  This curriculum, in conjunction with your academic core 
curriculum, makes up the Lower Division or approximately 60 credits of your 128 credit music 
major.  After completing these credits you will audition for Upper Division and finish your 
degree (see the music handbook for further curriculum choices). 
 
Below please find those courses that make up your first semester of the music core 
curriculum.  All of you should have taken a music theory placement test that determines which 
level of theory you will begin, either Fundamentals or Music Theory I.  Sightsinging is a lab 
that begins and continues only with the regular music theory classes.  Private lesson (applied 
music), course numbers will be distributed by your major professor (advisor) at a date in 
August.  Lesson numbers will have different section numbers depending on your teacher.  
Every music major should be in two ensembles each semester.  Good luck and have a great 
semester.

THREE TYPES OF APPLIED LESSONS 
There are three types of Applied Lessons: 
 1. Majors (Music majors - Performance majors) 
 2. Principals (Music majors - not Performance majors)  
 3. Secondary (Non-music majors and secondary instruments) 
 
JURIES 
All students enrolled in Applied Lessons will be expected to perform in a jury at the end of 
each semester.  The jury consists of performing scales, studies, sightreading, and repertoire 
for a committee of three or more faculty members. The jury grade represents 25% of the 
semester grade. (Specific requirements for each area are available from the respective 
advisor). Absence from the jury will result in a grade reduction of two letters in Applied Music 
(i.e., an A becomes a C).   
Note: The minimum passing grade on a jury is a B. 
 
SECONDARY LESSONS 
Secondary lessons are available to talented students at the availability of the faculty. The 
lesson is once a week for a half hour for one (1) credit. 
 
LOWER DIVISION THEORY 
Upon completion of the diagnostic placement tests (see page 5) students are advised as to 
which theory course they should begin their sequence at. Beyond that each student must 
complete the courses in the prescribed order. Students may not advance in the sequence 
unless they satisfactorily complete the necessary prerequisite course with a grade of C or 
higher. Students may not advance in the Sightsinging sequence until they have achieved a C 
or higher in both the current sightsinging course as well as the corresponding level Theory 
course. The diagnostic placement tests are for incoming students only. They are not used to 
help a student test out of a course for which they have already received a failing grade of C- or 
lower at FIU in a previous semester.   
 
ADMITTANCE INTO JUNIOR/SENIOR LEVEL THEORY  
Students must satisfactorily complete all 4 semesters of Freshman/Sophomore Theory and 
Sightsinging/Ear-Training with a grade of C or higher before enrolling in Counterpoint, Form 
and Analysis, Orchestration, History Survey I, History Survey II, or Twentieth Century Music. 
Transfer students are required to pass theory and ear-training diagnostic exams before 
enrolling in any of the Junior/Senior level theory or history courses. In some cases remedial 
work may be required in one or more of these areas. 
MEMBERSHIP IN ENSEMBLES 
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Music students must hold membership in at least two ensembles* every semester of 
residence. One of the required ensembles must be the Wind Ensemble, Orchestra, Concert 
Choir or University Chorale. Other ensembles as stipulated by your area coordinator. Students 
should apprise themselves of the policies of the individual organizations both in grading and 
attendance. Students with School of Music stipends will be required to participate in additional 
ensembles as determined by the faculty. Vocal students should apprise themselves of the 
Vocal Student Handbook, which is distributed by the Voice Department. 
*Please note some areas have different ensemble requirements.  Please check the 
curriculum in your area. 
 
ABSENT/TARDINESS POLICY - APPLIED LESSONS 
Excused absences must be approved by the instructor. Tardiness is unacceptable.  Students 
showing up more than ten (10) minutes late to class will be charged with an unexcused 
absence. Any unexcused absence will lower the student’s grade by one step (i.e. A to A-). 
More than two (2) absences of any kind will result in a reduction of grade, except in cases of 
documented medical emergencies. 
 
RECITAL ATTENDANCE 
All students enrolled in private lessons (Applied Music Lessons) are required to enroll in 
Recital Attendance (MUS 1010 or MUS 3040). It is a "0" credit class with a P/F grade option.  
 
Recital Attendance Class is required each semester of private lessons or at least eight 
(8) times in your college career. The grade for the Recital Attendance Class is composed of 
attendance at all forums (mandatory) and Departmental Recitals, as well as attendance at five 
(5) FIU Music School sponsored events (concerts, recitals, Master classes) in which the 
student is not a participant.  
 
A RECITAL ATTENDANCE RECORD must be completed and turned in each semester. 
This form can be found as an insert in the back of this handbook or in the music office 
PAC142.

Forums provide the opportunity to all applied students to perform for the area faculty and their 
colleagues, to develop their skills and receive constructive evaluation. Those students who 
achieve a high level of accomplishment will be chosen for performance at the School of Music 
departmental recitals.  Please note that in addition to the performance forums, students in the 
Jazz and Composition areas are required to attend forums in the areas as well.  A schedule of 
forum dates will be distributed to all students at the student orientation meeting of the Fall and 
Spring semesters.  All undergraduate students are required to attend these forums and 
graduate students are strongly advised to also attend. 
 
Friday Morning Forums 
Each student is required to perform at least one time per semester in the Friday morning 
Forum. 
Departmental Recital 
All students are required to attend the Departmental Recitals, which take place several times a 
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semester (Friday 9:30 a.m.).  We consider this an important part of your music education 
and an extension of your applied lessons.  Therefore, in as much as there are only a few per 
semester, students must attend as part of their recital attendance grade.  Recital Attendance 
form can be obtained in the School of Music – WPAC142. 
 
Collegium Musicum 
The FIU Collegium Musicum is an ensemble of FIU students, faculty, and community 
members devoted to the study and performance the musical literature of the Pre-Classical 
eras (Medieval, Renaissance, and Baroque), either on replicas of original instruments 
provided by FIU or in a few exceptional cases, on modern instruments.  Some of the 
collegium's instruments include a Carl Fudge transposing Flemish double harpsichord, a 
sackbutt, crumhorns, and a complete set of bows for baroque orchestra built by the English 
maker David Van Edwards.  Collegium members learn to apply historically alert performance 
practice to the vocal and instrumental music of these eras through the acquisition of a working 
practical knowledge of musical and performance style characteristics of the pre-Classical 
repertoire.  In addition, students may also have the opportunity to learn to dance some of the 
popular dances of these eras.  The Collegium's activities culminate in an annual FIU concert 
that is repeated at an off-campus location in the Miami-Ft. Lauderdale community. 
 

Because of its diverse membership, the ensemble meets on a TBA basis according 
to its members’ schedules.  Currently Collegium is offered only during the spring semester.

Recital Request Forms, Sample Program and Request for Program Preparation Form, and 
Application for Upper Division are all included in this handbook. 
 
This is an outline for procedures you will need to follow to schedule your Junior or Senior 
Recital.  
 
The Business Manager’s office has the responsibility of scheduling the Recital Hall, as well as 
the other major halls.  Applications for Recital forms can be found in this handbook or in the 
School of Music Office WPAC142.  You cannot be scheduled until you have completed the 
Application for Recital forms.  It is your responsibility to complete these forms and obtain 
appropriate signatures.  These completed forms will allow you to schedule and secure a date 
in the Recital Hall. 
 
To set a date and secure the Recital Hall: 
a) Find available times and dates on the calendar posted in the main hallway.  RH denotes 
Recital Hall, where all recitals are held. In choosing a date, please note all other School 
performances, which might conflict with your program, and avoid those conflicts. 
 
b) Since your recital date is permanent, be sure that you have cleared the date with your 
teacher and your accompanist. Changes will only be made at the discretion of the Director. 
 
c) Be sure that you have all the necessary signatures and have completed your “Application 
for Recital”.

Undergraduate Recital Recording Policy 
 
The purpose of this document is to explain the policy for undergraduate recitals, audition tape, 
and other competition recordings at Florida International University. Under no circumstances 
are recordings to be made for personal monetary gain.  Students who violate these guidelines 
will be denied further access to the studio equipment and facilities. 
 
1.  Undergraduate students presenting Performance and Composition recitals, audition 

tapes, or competition tapes in the FIU School of Music may be recorded for archival 
and audition purposes.  A $70 fee will be charged for seniors, and a $50 fee will be 
charged for juniors or younger, during the semester during which the second recital will 
take place. Competition and audition tapes will be charged a $70 per hour of necessary 
recording (not to include editing and duplicating). This fee will be used to cover the cost 
of expenses incurred during the recording process.  Make check payable to the “FIU 
School of Music.” 

 
2. Upper-level Music Technology students will be designated as the Student Engineers 

for Undergraduate Recordings.  If requested, a list of three to four Student Engineers 
will be provided by the Director of Music Technology, along with contact information 
such as telephone number, beeper number, and email address. These students are the 
only authorized engineers for these projects. 

 
3. The recital must be cleared and on the calendar no fewer than two weeks prior to the 

recital date. Additionally, all paperwork must be complete in accordance with the 
Business Manager in order to guarantee the service of the Student Engineer. 

 
 If the recording is an audition or competition tape, it is advisable that the student 

register their intent no fewer than two weeks prior to the scheduled date with both the 
Business Manager (to secure the room) and with the Director of Music Technology (to 
secure the engineer).  

 
4. You are responsible for securing the time, date, and place of the recital with the School 

of Music Business Manager.  After the required paperwork is generated, and the fee is 
paid, the student engineer will be assigned. Although it would be wise to confirm date, 
time, and place, with the Director of Music Technology and the student engineer, it is 
not necessary to do so. 

 
5. The Student Engineer will be paid $35 for Senior recitals and $25 for Junior recitals. 

Audition and competition will be charged $35. The following services will be covered: 
setting up the recording equipment, recording the recital or competition/audition tape, 
and pressing of three CDs. Please note: if the student does not pass the recital, you 
will be charged the entire fee for each subsequent recital for recording materials and 
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services. 

 
 
6. All recording materials will be provided by the School of Music and will be passed out 

to the Student Engineer by the Director of Music Technology. So the student 
presenting the recital is not responsible for purchasing any materials such as CD-Rs.  

 
7. CD-Rs hold 84 minutes of data.  Therefore, recordings of recitals lasting longer than 84 

minutes will be truncated. We will do our best to cut out applause and “dead” air, but 
we are still limited to 84 minutes on the CD. 

 
8. The Music Technology Center will provide the following equipment: two microphones, 

two microphone stands, proper cabling, and a portable CD recorder.  There will be no 
mixers or effects units assigned to the recording of the recitals and other 
audition/competition tapes. 

 
9. The only person allowed to handle the equipment is the Student Engineer. That 

engineer is responsible for the any and all damage to the equipment, and s/he will be 
held financially responsible should something break. 

 
10. The student will receive three copies of the CD. Should the student desire additional 

copies, they may purchase the blank CDs and duplicate the recording in the GL 535 
lab on his/her own. Please remember, these are student engineers, so they have 
classes, assignments, and final exams, too, and near the end of the semester, it may 
take up to two weeks to complete the recording, editing, and pressing of these CDs.  

 
The Music Technology Center is not a professional recording facility.  The student recording 
projects are provided as a privilege available only to School of Music Students. Failure to 
abide by these rules will result in revocation of recording privileges.  Please understand that 
there are no exceptions to these rules. Thank you for your cooperation. 
 

Graduate Recital Recording Policy 
 
The intent of this policy is to clarify the use of Music Technology Center Equipment for 
recording purposes of recording Graduate Recitals.  The only recordings covered under 
this policy are Graduate Recitals.  All other competition and audition tapes are covered 
under the Music Technology General Recording Policy. 
 
Under the following guidelines and with the consent of the Director of Music Technology, 
archival recordings will be made for Graduate recitals.  Under no circumstances are 
recordings to be made for personal monetary gain.  Students or faculty who violate these 
guidelines will be denied further access to the studio facilities. 
 
1.  Graduate Students presenting Performance Recitals in the FIU School of Music will be 

recorded for archival purposes.  A $100 fee will be charged to the Graduate Student 
the semester during which the second recital will take place; if there is only one recital 
required in your area, then the fee must be paid during the semester in which it takes 
place.  This fee will be used to cover the cost of expenses incurred during the recording 
process.  Make check payable to the “FIU School of Music.” 

 
2. Upper-level Music Technology students will be designated as the Student Engineers 

for Graduate Recordings.  A list of three to four Student Engineers will be provided to 
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the School of Music Office (Graduate Secretary and Business Manager), along with 
contact information such as telephone number, beeper number, and email address.  
These students are the only authorized engineers for Graduate Recitals. 

3. The recital must be cleared and on the calendar no fewer than two weeks prior to the 
recital date. Additionally, all paperwork must be complete in accordance with the 
Graduate Music Secretary and Business Manager in order to guarantee the service of 
the Student Engineer for Graduate Recordings. 

 
4. You are responsible for securing the time, date, and place of the recital with the School 

of Music Business Manager.  After the required paperwork is generated, and the fee is 
paid, the student engineer will be assigned. Although it would be wise to confirm date, 
time, and place, with the Director of Music Technology and the student engineer, it is 
not necessary to do so. 

 
5. The Student Engineer will be paid $50 for the following services: setting up the 

recording equipment, recording the recital, and pressing of three CDs. Please note: if 
the graduate student does not pass the graduate recital, you will be charged $50, 
rather than the entire $100 fee, for each subsequent recital for recording materials and 
services. 

 
Please note:  If you are a conducting major, arrangements can be made to produce a 
video recording and DVD copies. The time it takes to produce these materials is longer 
than a standard CD, so expect some delays. 

 
6. All recording materials will be provided by the School of Music and will be passed out 

to the Student Engineer by the Director of Music Technology. 
 
7. CDRs hold 84 minutes of data.  Therefore, recordings of recitals lasting longer than 84 

minutes will be truncated. 
 
8. The Music Technology Center will provide the following equipment: two microphones, 

two microphone stands, proper cabling, and a portable CD recorder.  There will be no 
mixers or effects units assigned to the recording of the recitals (see MTC Recording 
Policy for further information regarding equipment check-out by faculty). 

 
9. The only person allowed to handle the equipment is the Student Engineer. That 

engineer is responsible for the any and all damage to the equipment, and s/he will be 
held financially responsible should something break. 

 
10. The student will receive three copies of the CD—one for him/her and two that must be 

turned into the Dean’s Office with the recital program and other required materials and 
forms for graduation. Please remember, these are student engineers, so they have 
classes, assignments, and final exams, too, and near the end of the semester, it may 
take up to two weeks to complete the recording, editing, and pressing of these CDs. 
Plan ahead and watch the University Graduate School website for submission 
deadlines.  

 
The Music Technology Center is not a professional recording facility.  The student recording 
projects are provided as a privilege available only to Graduate Music Students. Failure to 
abide by these rules will result in revocation of recording privileges.  Please understand that 
there are no exceptions to these rules. Thank you for your cooperation.

RECORDING FEE 
Students in the Performance, Composition, Jazz Studies, and Conducting programs must have their 
final recitals recorded for the university's archives in order to graduate.  A one time fee of $100 payable 
to the FIU School of Music is required of students during the SEMESTER BEFORE THE FINAL 
RECITAL OR 4 WEEKS PRIOR TO THE RECITAL WHICHEVER COMES FIRST.  RECITAL DATES 
MUST BE OBTAINED WITH 4 WEEKS OF LEAD TIME IN ORDER TO SCHEDULE THE 
RECORDING.  The School of Music will record the recital and provide a copy on CD for the student as 
well as 2 copies for the Music Library.  Students having to repeat a recital must pay an additional $50 
to cover the cost of the new recording.  This must be done 4 weeks prior to the repeated recital.  More 
detailed instructions regarding the School of Music's recording policy are available in the main office. 
 
RECITAL PROGRAMS 
Recital programs must include program notes, bios, composer dates, etc. and be neat, include correct 
grammar and spellings.  All concert programs for recitals must also include the wording "in partial 
fulfillment of the __ degree".  Dedications are not allowed on programs.  Please note that improper 
programs will not be accepted and can delay graduation.  Students in areas where extended program 
notes are indicated as part of their thesis requirements will need to comply with the following:  (1) 
extended notes must be a minimum of 4 double spaced typed pages; (2) must include historical 
background regarding the composer and the work(s) being performed; (3) must include applicable 
analytical information regarding the work(s) being performed; (4) must include a bibliography and 
footnotes; (5) as with written papers must include a signature page (see Regulations for Thesis and 
Dissertation Presentations).   
 
FLYERS 
In addition all recitals must be advertised at least 2 weeks prior to the concert or defense.  The flyer 
advertising the recital must include the date, time, and place and must be posted on the graduate 
bulletin board in the Wertheim Performing Arts Center.  The flyer must also include the wording "in 
partial fulfillment of the MM degree".   
 
RECITAL DATES (GRADUATE) 
All final recital dates must be obtained with 4 weeks notice in order to schedule the recording engineer. 
The acquisition of a recital date is done through the Business Manager's office and requires a form that 
must be signed by the business manager, the student’s principal professor, and the director of 
graduate studies for the School of Music (see attached form).  The $100 fee is due the semester 
before the student’s final recital and as such must be paid before this form will be approved for the final 
recital.   
Please note that any recitals presented outside of the Wertheim Performing Arts Center must be 
approved by the director of graduate studies for the SOM and the director of the School of Music (in 
addition to the student's principal professor).  These recitals may require additional recording fees. 
 
ACCOMPANIST FEES 
Thirty minute (Junior or an “unofficial”) Recital - $100.00 
Senior Recital - $150 
Graduate Recital - $200 
 
The Staff Accompanist will inform each student expected to perform a recital during the 
semester of the current fees.  An accompanist could also choose to waive a fee, if he/she 
desires, at the Accompanist’s discretion.
