This class will also explore the connection of theory and research methods in contemporary feminist scholarship.

	The objective of this class is to provide the student with an understanding of social movements over the last half century in the United States. We will learn about local social movement organizations through guest speakers and class discussion. This class will provide a more holistic understanding of our society and history, by examining those moments often excluded and overlooked in traditional text books. Based upon assigned readings, classroom discussions, and critical writing assignments, we will develop a solid understanding of the ways social movements develop, how they are socially constructed, and the ways in which they impact our lives.

	This course will use the “capabilities” approach in analyzing the problems of women’s quality of life in developing countries.  It is important to recognize that the measurement of output per capita is not the only indicator of the quality of life.  The purpose is to  identify a number of distinct components of women’s quality of life, including life expentancy, maternal mortality, access to education, access to employment opportunities, and exercise of  political rights, and how these indicators are affected by cultural considerations

	LIT 4382    Class #53014        EACA                        MEN IN EASTERN EUROPE: TRAVEL ABROAD PRAGUE,CZECH              Weitz

	This course examines the role of women in the new re-structuring of democratic society in the Czech Republic and throughout the former Soviet bloc.  Students will learn how women experienced the political constraints of the pre-1989 regime and how they are dealing with the current paradox:  formal legal and employment equality on one hand and the public resistance to discussion of gender identity, including feminism, on the other.  This course has oral presentation requirement and is taught in Prague, Czech Republic as part of the FIU Czech Study Abroad Program.
